   Early Development Instrument (EDI) 

Recreation Office 

What is it? 

The EDI is a standardized tool that measures the development of populations of five-year-

old children. Kindergarten teachers fill out questionnaires on the development of each child in 

their classroom. The questionnaires are made up of 103 questions on childrenôs social, emotional, 

physical and intellectual development. The questions are based upon age-appropriate indicators of 

development, such as being able to hold a pencil to climbing stairs independently and following 

simple instructions. The results are then grouped together to provide population-based infor-

mation, much like a census. Results are not reported individually. The EDI is not a diagnostic 

tool. 

The EDI has been widely used across Canada and in other countries since it was first developed 

by the Offord Centre for Child Studies at McMaster University in Hamilton, Ontario in 1998. By 

2004, the EDI had been used to gather information implemented on nearly 300,000 kindergarten

Lessons Children May Learn from Domestic Violence:  
1. Violence and threats get you what you want 

2. A person has two choices ï to be the aggressor or to be the victim 

3. Victims are to blame for violence 

4. When people hurt others, they do not get in trouble 

5. Anger causes violence or drinking causes violence 

6. People who love you can also hurt you 

7. Anger should be suppressed because it can get out of control 

8. Unhealthy, unequal relationships are normal or to be expected 

9. Men are in charge and get to control womenôs lives 
10.  Women donôt have the right to be treated with respect. 

 

How Children are "Exposed" to Domestic Violence:  
1. Seeing a physical assault or hearing emotional abuse 

2. Hearing loud conflict and violence 

3. Seeing the aftermath (ex. Injuries) 

4. Learning about what happened 

5. Being used by an abusive parent as part of the abuse 

6. Seeing their parent abuse their new partner when they visit on weekends 

7. Being denied what is owed them for child support

A MANôS VIEW OF GRIEVING (part 2)   

MENðFrom childhood, men have been exposed to a social conditioning process that establishes expec-
tations and conventions which often serve as barriers. These often subtle barriers rob men of the opportuni-

ty to grieve in an open, public way - an opportunity traditionally given to women. Whether they are also 

effective in hindering menôs ability to grieve privately is difficult to determine. A brief look at these roles 

may indicate how most men have been hindered in their capacity to grieve openly. These comments are 

general and may apply to individuals in varying ways and varying degrees. 

Strong Man RoleðThe strong man role is typified by such comments as ñbig boys donôt cryò, ñdonôt 

be a sissyò and ñbe braveò, all potentially heard during childhood. Television and movies reinforce these 

comments in adolescence and adulthood. Women who are also subjected to the same conditioning hold 

similar expectations of their men. When the grieving man, (father, husband, son) feels sad, what outlets 

does he have? Does he surrender to the lump in his throat or the 

tears in his eyes? Probably not, unless he is by himself in a private 

place. Society accepts men crying at the time of a death and at the 

funeral, but not for long afterwards. Friends ñhelpò the man to 

maintain this strong man role with comments such as ñyou are do-

ing wellò or ñsomeone has to be strong enough through this whole 

thingò.
